2006 FOOTBALL RULES & INTERPRETATIONS 

QUIZ: WEEK #2 



RULING FORMAT: Team (A or B) in possession, down and distance, yardline and status of clock if relevant (example: A 1/10 A40, clock on snap). Include other relevant information such as extension of period. 



1. PLAY: A's ball, try, on B's 3. A14's legal forward pass is intercepted by B43 in B's end zone. B43 advances and fumbles on B's 36 when A76 grasps B43's face mask in attempting the tackle. A29 recovers the fumble, advances and crosses B's goal line. B96 was offside. 

2. PLAY: Third and 9 on A's 34. QB A16 is hit on A's 20 and fumbles. The ball is rolling on A's 14 when B94 intentionally bats the ball toward A's end zone. A76 reaches down for the ball and unintentionally kicks the ball on A's 8. A68 recovers the ball in A's end zone while grounded. Clock? 

3. PLAY: Team A scores a touchdown and successful try to make the score A24-B22. Three seconds remain in the fourth quarter. A4's free kick crosses the sideline on A's 44 and lands out of bounds, untouched by a Team B player, as time expires. 

4. PLAY: Fourth and 9 on A's 25. B23 catches the punt on B's 40 and returns the ball to A's 20 where A68 pulls B23's face mask causing him to stumble to A's 18 where he fumbles. A68 recovers on A's 16 while grounded. B93 blocked A37 in the back on B's 42 during B23's run. Clock? 

5. PLAY: Second and 5 on B's 20. A32 is running on B's 16 when he incidentally grasps B42's face mask as B42 is attempting to tackle A32. A32 is downed on B's 14. 

6. PLAY: First and 10 on B's 45. A33 runs to B's 30 where he is clearly down. The FJ blows his whistle but A33 continues to run with the ball. A55 then clips B54 and B66 slugs A77. 

7. PLAY: Fourth and 6 on B's 47. A4 punts the ball very high and short and B44 gives an invalid fair catch signal on B's 18. The ball hits on B's 17 and bounces back to B's 27 where B40 muffs the ball. A58 recovers the ball on B's 34. While the ball was loose and prior to B40's muff, B44 blocked A87 in the back on B's 32. Clock? 

QUIZ ANSWERS: 2006 WEEK #2 



1. RULING: A's ball, free kick, on A's 35. No score. The try is over. If there are offsetting fouls on a try, whether one or both occur after Team B possession, the down is not replayed. The try would be replayed if both fouls occurred before a change of team possession. 


2. RULING: A's ball, 1st and 10, on A's 49. The clock starts on the snap. B94 committed an illegal batting foul. The basic enforcement spot is the previous spot, A's 34. B94 also provided new impetus. A76's unintentional kick (muff with his foot) did not impart new impetus. Declination of the penalty results in a touchback because of the new impetus by B94. The result of the play would be a safety if B94 muffed the ball and did not intentionally bat the ball. Acceptance of the penalty is most advantageous and will be accepted. 


3. RULING: B's ball, 1st and 10, on B's 35. Extend the period. Team B will accept the penalty and put the ball in play 30 yards beyond Team A's free kick line. The ball is placed on the hash mark near the sideline where the ball went out of bounds. The period would not be extended if Team B elects to take the ball on the yardline where it went out of bounds, A's 44. Team B would not accept the penalty from the previous spot as Team A need simply to tap the ball off the tee and pick it up. This was not the "egr" word type of play last season. The ball will be moved back from A's 44 to B's 35 and the ball put in play. 


4. RULING: A's ball, 4th and 9, on A's 25. Offsetting fouls. The clock starts on the snap. Team A is in possession of the ball when the down ends. Team A is the team last in possession and fouled before last gaining possession of the ball. Both teams fouled during the down. The fouls offset. (CCA00-138) 


5. RULING: A's ball, 2nd and 16, on B's 31. The 5-yard penalty for incidentally grasping the face mask only applies to a live ball foul by the defensive team at the time of the foul. A 15-yard penalty applies to any grasping of the face mask foul by the offensive team during a live ball and for all dead ball fouls. A32 commits a grasping the face mask personal foul during a running play. The spot of the foul, B's 16, is behind the basic enforcement spot, B's 14. 


6. RULING: A's ball, 1st and 10, on B's 35. Disqualify B66. A33 gained a first down. A33 knew, or should have known, that the ball was dead. The delay foul by A33 is not an unsportsmanlike or personal foul. The dead ball fouls by A55 and B54 offset. The penalties cancel. However, the 5-yard penalty for A33's delay foul is enforced from the succeeding spot, B's 30. 


7. RULING: A's ball, 1st and 10, on B's 32. The clock starts on the snap. An invalid fair catch signal is not a foul. Team A has possession of the ball when the down ends since B40 touched the ball. Postscrimmage kick enforcement does not apply. If accepted, the 15-yard penalty (foul by fair catch signaler), would be enforced from the previous spot. Team A will accept the penalty for B44's block in the back foul since it is more advantageous.
